WWII-Creating a Museum Display and Oral report
In May 2005 the Canadian War Museum opened in our nation’s capital.  

Your task for our World War II unit requires that you create an exhibit to be displayed in the museum’s World War II gallery.  Your resource must reflect the period 1933-1945 in Canada’s History and be tied to our study of WWII.  
The piece that you create must be accompanied by a secondary resource – a report in which you will plan an argument defending your artefact’s inclusion in the gallery by explaining its importance to this period in Canadian History.  
You must have a thesis and three supporting points to justify why your artifact is significant to history and therefore deserves inclusion in the museum!
The second part of the culminating task requires that together the class organize our classroom to display the artefacts in a gallery type setting.  Decisions should be made collectively and the artefacts should be organized thematically in order to convey a sense of chronology and to capture the life experiences of Canadians at home and abroad during World War Two.  In effect each student will become a historian and a museum curator.
You will take turns presenting your artefact and your report to the class.
